Purging theDspreyPrint Head

The following is information specifically about tBspreyPrint Head Pin Maintenance and Purging @sprey Fint
Head.

With the system is powered up, it will be necessary to purgeQbpreyPrint Head by perform the following:

Step 1
Raise the Print Head and remove the cover in the following manner:

A. Raisehe OspreyPrint headto its highestsettingby pulling out the lok knob, manually lifting the
OspreyPrint Head and pushing the lock knob to its original position

B. Removehe coveronthe bottom in the following manner:
B-a. Pull both retaining lock knobs out from the head at the same time
B-b. Once the locks are oof the head pull the cover down and away from the head and set the cover
aside see imagé-1.

C. Place a Purge Tray under t@spreyPrint Head.

Special Note: If thelPge duration is set equal to or less thase&onds (refer to Step-B, setting the purge
duration), use of a purge tray may not be necessary.
