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Purging the Eagle Print Head

The following is information specifically about the Eagle and Eagle AMS Print Head Pin Maintenance and Purging the
Eagle and Eagle AMS Print Head.

With the system is powered up, it will be necessary to purge the EagleH&aat by perform the following:

Step 1
Raise the Print Head and remove the cover in the following manner:

A. Raisehe EaglePrint headto its highestsettingby pulling out the lock knob, manually lifting the Eagle
Print Head and pushing the lock knob to its original position
B. Removehe coveronthe bottom in the following manner:
B-a. Pull both retaining lock knobs out from the head at the same time
B-b. Onhce the locks are out of the head pull the cover down and away from the head and set the cover
aside see imagé-1.

C. Place a Purge Tray under the Eagle Print Head.

Inthe event air gets into the ink lines or ink foams from the pens during a purge, using the Prime feature will move
greater volumes of ink through the system and clear the lines more efficiently than performing multiple purges.
